2005.

3. All other swimmers must participate in at least four (4) CSI sanctioned meets during 2005.

4. Any swimmer requesting reimbursement must attend at least one CSI Senior Championship meet during 2005.

Connecticut sanctioned meets may include any Regional Championships, but not USA National meets.
