There
will be a $1.00 charge for each swimmer; for five or more hand
entered entries.




Entry Deadline: Entries are accepted on first come, first serve basis. All
entries must be received by November 12 2004. Formal team entry is
determined by the date of receipt of the entry hard copy and entry fee.
Teams whose entries cannot be excepted will be notified as soon as the
meet is full, but no later than November 16, 2004. The meet management
reserves the right to limit heats, adjust warm-up and/or start times subject
to the approval of CT Swimming Program Operations.

Entries may also be on IBM disk
using LSA Swim Team Program, Hytek, or other program in SDIF format,
but must be accompanied by a computer printout. Please send original
entry sheets. No photocopies, please. Include on the entry the name,
address, and telephone number of the head coach and a club official
responsible for the team’s entry. Incase of dispute, the original entry from
will be considered the only official document of entry. All entries must be
accompanied with payment. Entries may be sent via e-mail to
davereilly@earthlink.net.
