1. Points system adds points awarded for GPA and for highest 
    place achieved in championship competition. 

2. Points are only assigned to letter grades; + and - are not 
    considered.

    Championships competition will be weighted by a 1.5 multiplier; 
    points awarded for placing in the Spring Championships will be 
    weighted by a 1.35 multiplier; points awarded for placing in the 
    Junior Championships will be weighted by a 1.30 multiplier;
